Learn how
to operate this pipe jack stand properly and safely. If you are
not familiar with the proper and safe operation, do not use
it. Follow proper and safe practices.

When using this pipe jack stand, wear proper clothing and
safety gear. Wear a hard hat, safety glasses, steel-toe shoes,
gloves and other appropriate gear for the job.

Do not alter or modify the pipe jack stand. Use only as intend-
ed.

Inspect the pipe jack stand for damage prior to each use.
Check for bent, broken, damaged, and missing parts, includ-
ing legs and adjustment mechanisms. If stand is damaged or
parts are missing, remove from service and only use replace-
ment parts approved and provided by JET. If the damaged
or missing part is not offered as a replacement part, do not
attempt to repair. Permanently remove pipe jack stand from
service. For examples of damage, see Section 7 Inspect for
Damage.
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Operation Warnings

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Do not exceed the rated load capacity of this pipe jack stand.
The maximum load capacity is 2500 Ibs.

Use pipe jack stands only on solid and level surfaces that
will support the weight of the load. Do not use on inclines.
Avoid dirt or gravel surfaces. Make sure all wheels of each
stand make solid contact with the floor surface.

Always lock all five caster wheels on each stand before
adding the load.

Always support pipe with at least two stands to ensure
stability. Make sure the stands are the same height and
properly spaced to support the load evenly and ensure the
load will not tip or move. Consider the pipe length, diameter,
and weight when deciding the number of stands needed.

Use the same pipe jack stand height and head styles for each
load to maintain balance and safety.

Properly position the load. Center the load on the pipe jack
heads. Never place more than one pipe on pipe jack stands.

Adjust the pipe jack stand height before adding the load.

Do not drop a load onto stand. Gently position load on stand.

When positioning load on stand, do not place your hands
or any body part between the load and the stand head and
rollers.

Never allow anyone beneath a supported load.

Never adjust the height while under load. Remove load and
adjust stand height.

If transporting a load, you must first safely secure the load
to the stands. Follow instructions in Section 6 Operation.

If load becomes unstable, do not reach out to try and stabilize
or catch the load. Quickly move away from the work area.

1. Locate the pipe jack frame, five caster wheels, and roller head
assembly.

2. For each caster wheel, insert the caster post into the caster
mounting cylinder at the end of each frame leg. Tighten the
caster post locking set screw to hold the caster wheel in place.

3. Insert the roller head assembly down into the base cylinder.

Inspect the pipe jack stand for damage prior to each
use.

Operating Pipe Jack Stands

Always support pipe with at least two stands to en-
sure stability. Make sure the stands are the same
height and properly spaced to support the load evenly
and ensure the load will not tip or move. Consider the
pipe length, diameter, and weight when deciding the

number of stands needed.

1. Place pipe jack stands on a solid and level surface that will
support the weight of the load. Make sure all wheels of each
stand make solid contact with the floor.

2. Unlock all five casters of each stand and point the wheels in
the same direction.

3. With no load on each stand, turn the three-spoke spanner nut
to raise or lower the roller head assembly to the desired height.

4. Gently place the pipe onto the stands. Do not drop load onto
the stands. Do not exceed the maximum load capacity for each
stand. Make sure the load is centered on the pipe jack head.
Never place more than one pipe on the pipe jack stands.

Never allow anyone beneath a supported load.

Transporting A Load

VAN
You must secure the load to the pipe jack stands be-
fore moving to a new location. Only move load on a
solid and level surface that will support the weight
of the load. Do not move on inclines or on surfaces
that are rough, earthen, or gravel. Make sure all five

wheels of each stand make constant and full contact
with the floor surface.

You may move a load by rolling the jack stands to a new location.
Before doing so, you must secure the load to the pipe jack stands.
Make sure you know how to properly attach and secure your hold-
down device before attempting to secure and move the load.

Follow the steps below to safely secure and move a load.
1. Make sure all five caster wheels are locked on each pipe stand.

2. Attach your hold-down device to the hold-down device attach-
ment point at the bottom of the roller head.

3. Wrap the pipe with the hold-down device and attach it back to
itself. Tighten hold-down device until the pipe if firmly attached
to each pipe stand with no slippage.

4. Unlock all five casters wheels on each pipe stand. Rotate the
pipe stand bases in a circular motion in order to align the cast-
ers. Push or pull the load from the end to the desired location.

Do not stand or walk to the side of a load while trans-
porting.
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/ Inspect for Damage

NOTE: Images below show some, but not all, damage examples.

Inspect the pipe jack stand for damage prior to each
use. Check for bent, broken, damaged, and missing
parts, including legs and adjustment mechanisms. If
stand is damaged or parts are missing, remove from
service and only use replacement parts approved
and provided by JET. If the damaged or missing part
is not offered as a replacement part, do not attempt
to repair. Permanently remove pipe jack stand from
service.

Legs/base show signs of fatigue, twisting, or bending. This pre-
vents full ground contact and compromises structural strength.

B. Fasteners at the head assembly are missing, loose, or show
signs of wear. This will compromise structural integrity.

C. Welds or parts show visible rust, cracks, or signs of fatigue.
Corroded or cracked areas are prone to sudden failure.

D. Wheel tread becomes damaged. This will prevent the pipe jack
stand from moving smoothly and can cause the load to shift,
ilt, and fall.

E. One or more caster wheels are missing. This will cause the
stand to be unstable and tilt under load.

F. The head assembly tilts or rotates under load, which may in-
dicate damaged welds or worn locking components. This may
cause pipe to slip, roll, or fall.

G. Steel rollers are jammed, worn flat, or fail to rotate smoothly.
This can cause uneven loading and operational hazards.
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JET warrants every product it sells against manufacturers’ defects. If one of our tools
needs service or repair, please contact Technical Service by calling 1-800-274-6846,
6AM to 5PM CST, Monday through Friday.
